The Government is committed to Britain having the best broadband net-
work in Europe by 2015. By 2015 90% of the country will have super-
fast broadband with the remaining 10% connected at a healthy speed of
at least 2Mbps.

The Department for Culture Media and Sport have made £530m avail-
able for Local Authorities in rural areas to help households get online. In
the first tranche of grants £8.54 million has already been allocated to the
Humber region which will be used to deliver rural broadband to areas
that the market leaves behind.

£3.7bn of dodgy payments were made by
the EU last year, equivalent to around a
quarter of the cash that British taxpayers
send to Brussels every year.

Money was incorrectly blown on agriculture,
energy and transport and meant that the
European Court of Auditors refused to sign
off the EU's accounts.

Most of the spending errors were the
responsibility of the Spanish, Italian and
Czech authorities and they represent nearly
4% of the entire euro budget.
